During the 1980s, he worked with grassroots groups to develop effective organizing programs, designing innovative voter mobilization strategies for local, state, and national electoral campaigns. He has taught at the Kennedy School since 1991 about leadership, organization, and strategy in social movements, civic associations, and politics.
